


INTRODUCTION

The Grant Circuit Court entered a judgment convicting Gregory
Link of first degree assault that sentenced him to 18 years in prison. Mr.
Link appealed to the Court of Appeals, which reversed his conviction
because the trial judge did not instruct the jury on extreme emotional
disturbance. The Commonwealth sought and obtained discretionary
review with this Court regarding the jury instruction issue. Mr. Link
sought and obtained discretionary review with this Court on the
remaining issues on which the Court of Appeals denied relief. Mr. Link
asserts that due to evidentiary errors and fundamental flaws in the jury
instructions, his case must be reversed and remanded for a new trial.
