prosperous and industrialized economies. The Czech Republic has made economic
growth, energy security and a reduction of trade barriers its key priorities. The World Bank
states that the conservative Czech financial system has remained healthy during the global
economic crisis.

This Eastern European country is geographically small, with 10 percent of the population
and most decision-makers concentrated in the capital city of Prague. The Czech Republic
maintains a market where good personal relationships are crucial, and everyone seems to
know everyone else. Therefore, basing your market entry strategy on finding and support-
ing a Czech partner, agent, or distributor. An agent or distributor based in Prague can offer
solid connections throughout the entire country. Though many will offer to represent your
firm throughout Central Europe, it has been found that a one-country, one-agent approach
works best.
