CATALOG DESCRIPTION
BIO 209 Human Anatomy and Physiology II (3,0,4) A general education course (natural sciences).  Continuation of BIO 208 with emphasis on structure and function of organ systems. Students should complete both BIO 208 and 209 for an overall survey of human structure and function. Not applicable to major or minor in biological sciences. Spring, summer (on demand), fall. PREREQ: BIO 208. COREQ: BIO 209L.
COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is a general education course with a laboratory.  It provides background information for all students, including those in allied health fields, about the normal functions of the systems of the body and disease conditions of those systems.  The lecture is taught online and the lab is taught on the NKU campus in SC 231.
PREREQUISITES
Bio 208 and Bio 208L

COREQUISITES:  BIO 209L

Success in the course is directly proportional to the effort and amount of time spent reading course material and studying. You should adopt a study schedule that allows for 6-9 hours of study each week. It is important to study on a regular basis and not procrastinate.

APPROACH

This course is taught online using PowerPoint presentations, films, and handouts.  

EXAMS
Three-(3) semester exams plus one (1) final comprehensive exam will be administered.  All exams are composed of 50 multiple-choice questions and are worth 100 points each.  Students will be given 50 minutes to take an exam and will not be permitted to go back to a previous question on the exam. Questions will be shown in order, one at a time.

          *Please note: There are NO makeup exams.

**The final exam will count for any missed exam(s) (the 3 semester exams). If you do miss an exam, your final will count 100 points more for each exam missed. If you miss the final exam, it will be necessary to make up that exam the next time the course is offered.
