CATALOG DESCRIPTION 

BIO 209L Human Anatomy and Physiology II: Laboratory (0,2,0). A general education course (natural sciences). Laboratory to accompany BIO 209. Gross and microscopic morphology and application of physiological principles. COREQ: BIO 209.
COURSE DESCRIPTION
This is a basic laboratory course designed to accompany the lecture course designated Bio 209 and will help those who master the information in this course to understand the information in Bio 209 better and to develop some of the skills necessary to work in the field of biology or medicine. Like anything else, to become adept will require practice and lots of it!  

STUDY AIDS AND TECHNIQUES
Success in the course is directly proportional to the effort and amount of time spent reading course material and studying. You should adopt a study schedule that allows for 6-9 hours of study each week. It is important to read the laboratory exercise prior to attending lab and complete any preliminary exercises.
STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Students will:

-Begin to learn and understand basic medical and biological terms. 

-Be able to identify indicated body parts including but not limited to cells, tissues, bones, muscles,  urinary organs and reproductive organs.
-Be able to work with cadavers and identify various body parts.

These outcomes will be achieved by meeting the course requirements. This includes reading and completing exercises, and attending both lecture and lab regularly.  The methods of assessment are explained below.

TESTING

Each lab practical is worth 100 points.  It is composed of 50 short answer questions over designated material. The lab will be 1/3 of your total grade.  There are no makeup exams.  If you miss an exam, you will need permission from your lab instructor and the lab instructor with whom you would like to take the exam that same day.  Labs (BIO 209) are offered only on Tuesdays in the fall semester. You will need documented proof for this, and it must be approved by Ms. Dempsey.  If you do not take an exam at all, you will need to come back during the next session the course is offered and take it with that class, with that instructor’s permission.

Policy on Incompletes 

According to University policy, a grade of “I” (Incomplete) cannot be given unless requested by the student and there is a reasonable expectation that the work will successfully be completed in a timely manner.
