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The following categorization of upper division history classes into four main groups is designed to assist history and social studies majors in selecting courses that fulfill major requirements for those areas.  Note that any course taken may be used to fulfill no more than one category (no double-dipping!).

This list begins with generic history classes whose content varies with each semester and with different instructors choosing different topics for those classes.  Therefore, depending on the particular subject matter when the class is taken, any of these classes may fulfill any one of the four categories.  Before taking such a class, check with the department chair to determine in which category that class will count.  And note that the student information system cannot recognize the specific focus of these generic courses, so your degree audit will not show that you have fulfilled a category requirement with a generic course.  But when you complete your program certification paperwork, the department chair will indicate on that form what category the class fulfilled.

On the top copy of the advising checklist I have highlighted some features I’d like you to emphasize in your advising sessions because I have had to deal recently with a lot of problems that our majors have run into because they were unaware of them.  These include the reduction of total required hours for graduation from 128 to 120 (effective for all students starting in the fall semester), the requirement that all students must accumulate a total of 45 upper division hours, the often crucial bearing that a student’s catalog year  has on which set of graduation requirements apply to them, and the requirement that majors are supposed to file Program Certification paperwork in the semester prior to the semester in which they intend to graduate.  If you have any questions about these very important items which majors need to be reminded of at every advising session, please be in touch with me or one of our master advisors, Suzanne DeLuca or Burke Miller.
