Note: During the installation, the computer will reboot about 3 or 4 times with the CD in the drive.  Make sure you only select …boot from CD or DVD once, at the very beginning of the process.

1. Install Windows Server 2003.  Here are the answers to some of the questions you will be asked:

a. After you enter the Product Key (from the label on CD envelope), Setup will ask you to select a “Licensing Mode”.  Just accept whatever it selects as the default, and click “Next”.

b. Name and Organization – Enter anything you want.

c. Name of Computer – Enter BDCX002, where X is your team number.  Each computer and server on the network must have a unique name.
d. Administrator's Password – 888888 (Windows will complain that the password isn’t strong enough.  Disregard its warning and continue anyway.)

e. On the Networking Dialog, select "Custom Setup".  Select Internet Protocol (TCP/IP), and click the Properties button. Once again, select “Use this TCP/IP address”, and enter the IP address you’ve been using all along  90.0.0.X, where X is your team number.  Just tab through the Subnet  field to select the default of 255.0.0.0.  Select “Use the following DNS Server address”, and enter the same 90.0.0.20 for the Primary DNS Server.  No entry for the Alternate DNS Server.
f. On the "Workgroup/Domain" dialog, select Domain, and enter CIT for the name of the domain.  You will be asked for the username and password of an account that has permission to join the domain.  Enter join for the username and 555555 for the password.  
g. After you enter the data, Windows will indicate about another 29 or 30 minutes until completion.  It actually completes in about 12 minutes.


2. When you log on to Windows for the first time, it will ask you to insert the second CD, to copy the “Revision 2” files.

3. Promote your workstation to a Backup Domain Controller.

a. Click the Start button, select Run, enter dcpromo, and click OK.  When asked for the type of installation, select Add a server to an existing domain, and follow the prompts.  There will be several dialogs asking where to store some files.  Just select the default that Windows suggests.  It will also ask you to enter a Restore Mode Password.  Don’t bother entering anything, just click “Next”.

b. If dcpromo asks you to insert the disk with the Service Pack 2 files, insert Disk 1.

c. When dcpromo finishes, your computer will be a Backup Domain Controller (BDC) on the CIT domain. 

4. Add a domain user account.
(Note:  You will only be able to perform this step if you successfully promoted your computer to Backup Domain Controller.)
a. From the Control Panel, double-click Administrative Tools, double-click Active Directory Users and Computers.

b. In the left pane, expand the listing for cit.nku, and right-click Users.  Select New, Select User.

c. Enter your First and Last Name, and enter a User Logon name (last name + first initial), click Next, and enter a password twice.  Uncheck the "User must change password at next logon" box.  Click Next.  Click Finish.
d. Click on Users in the left pane, and find the new account in the right pane, and right-click it.  Select Add to a group….  Click on the Advanced button, click on the Find Now button, find Section001 (or Section002) in the list and double-click it.  Click OK twice to finish.


5. Now, create another account, but this time, from the command line.

a. Open a command prompt window, and enter the following command:
net user <username> <password> /add /fullname: "<fullname>", for example, net user weinerl Xxx22333 /add /fullname: “Lee Weiner”.
b. Once you add the account successfully, enter the following command to add the new account to the group:
net group Section001 ( or Section002) <username> /add

6. Create a script (Batch file) to easily create accounts and join those accounts to a group.

a. Open My Computer.
b. Double-click the C: drive.

c. Right-click an empty area of the right pane and select New → Text Document.

d. Name the new document makeuser.bat. (Yes, you're sure you want to change the extension.)

e. Right-click makeuser.bat and select Edit.  (A .bat file is an executable file.  If you double-click it, it will attempt to execute.)

f. Enter the following two lines exactly as they appear (There is no space between the colon and the %3 on the first line):

net user %1 %2 /add /fullname:%3
net group %4 %1 /add


g. Close the Notepad window and save the file.
h. Open a command prompt window, enter a CD \ command to switch to the root directory of the C: drive, and enter the following command:

makeuser weinerlX Nku12345 "Lee Weiner" Section001

(Replace the "X" with your team number so that everyone creates a different account. Your team number is the last digit of your IP address.)
i. Open Active Directory Users and Groups to verify the new account has been added correctly.
