•
Go east on Grand Avenue for less than a mile to Highland Avenue. This is the first intersection with a light after passing St. Luke Hospital.

•
Turn left on Highland Avenue and drive for 0.7 mile to Mayfield Avenue. It is the first street after Ruth Moyer School on which you can turn left. Watch carefully for it since there is no stop sign on Highland Avenue at that intersection, although there is a rather inconspicuous sign for the park. (If you come to the three-way intersection at Fort Thomas Avenue with stop signs, you have gone too far. Turn around and come back two blocks.)

Turn left onto Mayfield Avenue. After driving for a block you will be in the park. Our shelter is the second one you see.
